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PURPOSE: DCA is better device than POBA or Stenting in ostial lesion, bifurcation lesion etc. we evaluated acute results and complications of FLEXI-CUT (DCA) for AMI group and elective treatment group. METHODS: AMI group (Gp1) included 15 patients (15 lesions, mean age67.8, M=10), elective group (Gp2) included 77 patients (82 lesions, mean age66.8, M=61). RESULTS: LMT was13% in Gp1, 9% in Gp2. LAD was 80% in Gp1, 70% in Gp2. LCX was 7% in Gp1, 10% in Gp2. RCA was 0% in Gp1, 11% in Gp2. Lesion characteristics in both group were shown in the table. DCA alone is 67% in Gp1, 53% in Gp2. DCA Stent is 33% in Gp1, 47% in Gp2. 8 patients (53%) in Gp1 received the treatment of DCA after aspiration therapy, 2 patients (13%) in Gp1 received the treatment of DCA after using distal protection device (pre-dilatation with PercuSurge Guardwire PlusTM). Device success rate was100% in Gp1, 95% in Gp2 (DCA did not pass in 3 lesions). RVD was 3.58mm in Gp1, 3.24mm in Gp2 (p>0.05). Post MLD was 3.49mm in Gp1, 3.14mm in Gp2 (p<0.05). There were not SAT and CABG in both groups. Cardiac death was 1 patient (6.7%) in Gp1. Blood transfusion was 1 patient (6.7%) in Gp1, 4 patients (5%) in Gp2. Distal embolism was 2 lesions (13%) in Gp1, 1 lesion (1.2%) in Gp2. Slow flow and no-reflow were 4 lesions (27%) in Gp1, 1 lesion (1.2%) in Gp2 (p<0.05). Coronary perforation was 1 lesion (1.2%) in Gp2. CONCLUSIONS: (１) FLEXI-CUT (DCA) was performed safely and was high success rate in selected AMI cases. (2) Despite using thrombus aspiration catheter, there was a high rate of slow flow and no-reflow in AMI. (3) Using distal protection device (pre-dilatation with PercuSurge Guardwire PlusTM) may be effective to prevent slow flow, no-reflow and distal embolism of DCA in AMI.
